Paradigm of statistical
cooperation - the case
of Mozambique

Desde a década de 80 que existem
relagdes de cooperacdo entre Portugal e
Mogambique no dominio de Estatistica,
ao abrigo de acordos bilaterais entre o
Governo Portugués e o Governo
Mogambicano.

Actualmente o INE-Mocambique aposta
num modelo de cooperagio tripartido que
se viabilizou apo6s o estabelecimento do
Fundo Comum de Desenvolvimento da
Estatistica. Este Fundo resultou da
assinatura, em Marg¢o de 2008, de um
memorando de entendimento entre os
Parceiros e o Governo e permite ao INE
dispor de uma forma auténoma de
recursos humanos e financeiros para as
actividades que constam no seu Plano de
Actividades e Orgamento, ao longo do
periodo 2008-12, contrariamente ao que
acontecia anteriormente em que as
actividades eram executadas sobretudo ao
abrigo de projectos especificos, por vezes
sem alinhamento e continuidade e com
muita imprevisibilidade na
disponibilizacio da assisténcia.

No ambito do memorando de
entendimento, o processo de articulagio
dos varios parceiros promove a
complementaridade e sinergias e ndo a
sobreposi¢ao de acgdes, dentro do espirito
da Declaragdo de Paris.

Este modelo permite apostar numa
modalidade de contratacdo da assessoria
altamente qualificada e por outro lado
permite um melhor enquadramento dos
consultores de curta duragdo,
devidamente articulados com os nossos
Planos de Actividades. Este conceito ¢
também aplicavel a que, com
financiamento de paises com maiores
recursos, se recorra a assisténcia técnica
de paises com recursos financeiros
escassos, mas com assisténcia técnica
qualificada e mais adaptada a realidade do
nosso pais, nomeadamente a lingua
comum, a similaridade dos sistemas
estatisticos nacionais e a metodologia
usada, para que se encontre um encaixe
perfeito com arealidade mogambicana.

Exemplo altamente positivo disso sdo os
contratos de longa duragdo de uma
consultora de estatisticas econdmicas
oriunda do INE-Portugal, enquadrada no
INE-Mogambique via Scanstat, consorcio
constituido pelos Institutos de Estatistica
da Dinamarca, Noruega e Suécia, e 0s
contratos de curta duragdo assinados com
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Missoes do INE de Portugal ao INE de Mocambique

Missions from Statistics Portugal to NSI-Mozambique

No ambito dos Contratos assinados entre o INE de Portugal e o INE de Mogambique em
varias areas de actividade, foram realizadas trés missoes de assisténcia técnica ao INE
de Mogambique:

Under the contracts signed between Statistics Portugal and NSI-Mozambique in
several working areas, three missions have taken place to Mozambique:

Nos dias 14 a 18 de Fevereiro de 2011, teve lugar uma missdo de dois técnicos do
Gabinete de Estudos do INE de Portugal, Dr. Daniel Santos ¢ Eng. José Figueiredo, ao
INE de Mogambique. Esta miss@o deu continuidade aos trabalhos desenvolvidos no
ambito do IPC, Indicadores de Curto-Prazo e Sinteses de Conjuntura. Como resultado
desta Missao, foi publicado, durante o més de Fevereiro, um novo Indice de Precos no
Consumidor (IPC2010), tendo este indicador sido desenvolvido em parceria com o INE
de Portugal, no ambito deste projecto de assisténcia técnica ao INE de Mogambique.

Também decorreu, de 21 a 25 de Margo de 2011, uma Missao do INE de Portugal ao

INE de Mogambique na area das Classificacdes e Nomenclaturas, através da
deslocacdo de dois técnicos do Servico de Sistemas e Metainformagdo, do
Departamento de Metodologias e Sistemas de Informagdo, Dr. Saraiva Aguiar e
Verediana Leonardo. Nesta missdo efectuaram-se varios contactos, reunides e realizou-
se um seminario que envolveu os 6rgdos do Sistema Estatistico Nacional de
Mogambique bem como outras entidades utilizadoras de classificagdes. O plano de
trabalho inicialmente estipulado para esta ac¢do foi portanto integralmente cumprido.

De 21 de Marco a 1 de Abril de 2011, realizou-se ainda uma missao do INE de Portugal
ao INE de Mogambique, na area da Legislacdo e Contencioso Estatistico, com a
participagdo de duas técnicas do Servigo Juridico e Contencioso do INE de Portugal,
Dra. Maria de Fatima Neves e Dra. Ana Dulce Pinto. Os objectivos desta missao foram
os seguintes: apresentar e debater a proposta de revisao da Lei do SEN num Seminario
com a presenga de produtores e utilizadores de estatisticas oficiais; encerrar as questdes
em aberto na proposta de lei do SEN; e recolher contributos para o projecto de estatuto
organico do INE e respectivo regulamento junto do INE central e de algumas
provincias.

From 14th to 18th February, 2011, two experts from the Research Unit of Statistics Portugal, Mr.
Daniel Santos and Mr. José Figueiredo, went on a technical assistance mission to NSI-
Mozambique. This mission is a follow-up of the Project on CPI, Short-term Indicators and
analysis of short-term trends. As a result of this Mission, a new CPI was released in February,
developed in partnership with Statistics Portugal, in the framework of the technical assistance
project to NSI-Mozambique.

A third mission from Statistics Portugal to NSI Mozambique also took place from 21rd to 25th
March, 2011, in the area of Statistical Classifications and Nomenclatures, with the participation
of two consulting experts from the Systems and Metadata Service of the Methodology and
Information Systems Department, Mr. Saraiva Aguiar and Ms. Verediana Leonardo. In this
mission they established some contacts and meetings, and held a Seminar which had the
participation of several entities from the National Statistical System of Mozambique as well as



o INE-Portugal nos seguintes dominios: Revisdo da Lei do SEN,
Indice de Pregos no Consumidor e Indicadores de Curto Prazo, bem
como Nomenclaturas e Classificagdes.

Este éxito é também possivel porque o INE-Mogambique tem vindo
a consolidar, ao longo dos seus 14 anos de existéncia, o nimero ¢
qualidade dos seus técnicos. Neste periodo, a percentagem de
técnicos com formacdo superior passou de 8% para 38%, o que tem
permitido absorver cada vez mais a assisténcia técnica recebida. Ao
longo deste quinquénio passamos de 4 consultores permanentes de
longa durag@o para dois consultores e apostamos na consultoria
especializada de curta duragédo, pois a qualidade actual dos técnicos
do INE-Mogambique assim o permite.

O modelo de cooperacao tripartida, no caso vertente com supervisao
e controle de qualidade de consultores seniores do INE-Portugal e
apoio financeiro de terceiras fontes, permitiu também que técnicos
do INE-Mocambique realizassem acgdes de consultoria noutros
INEs dos PALOP, no ambito das Contas Nacionais por exemplo,
irradiando portanto aqueles o que beneficiamos de outras
intervencdes de assisténcia técnica e a nossa propria experiéncia na
matéria.

Paradigm of statistical cooperation — the case of Mozambique

Cooperation between Mozambique and Portugal in the statistical area
exists since the 80's under bilateral Government agreements.

Currently NSI-Mozambique is investing on a tripartite model of
cooperation which was made possible after the establishment of the
Common Fund for Statistical Development. Such Fund resulted from the
signing, in March 2008, of a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
between the partners and the government. The Fund allows the NSI to
access autonomously to human and financial resources for developing
the activities included in its Budget and Activities Plan, during 2008-
2012, contrary to what was previously the case where the activities were
carried out mainly under specific projects, sometimes without continuity
or alignment and with considerable uncertainty in the availability of
assistance.

Under the MoU, the process of articulation of the various partners is
promoting the complementarity and synergies and not the overlapping of

actions, in the spirit of the Paris Declaration.

This model permits to invest on highly qualified consultancies as
well as to better articulate the consultants with our activities
plan. This concept also allows applying funding from countries
with greater resources in technical assistance from countries
with scarce financial resources but with qualified technical
assistance and more adapted to the reality of our country,
including the common language, the similarity of national
statistical systems and the methodology used to find a perfect fit
with the Mozambican reality.

Highly positive examples of such a model are the long-term
contracts of a consultant for economic statistics, coming from
Statistics Portugal, who is working at NSI-Mozambique via
Scanstat (a consortium formed by the Danish, Norwegian and
Swedish NSIs), as well as the short-term contracts signed with
Statistics Portugal on the following areas: revision of the NSS
legal framework, Consumer Price Index, Short Term Indicators,
and Nomenclatures and Classifications.

This success is also possible because NSI-Mozambique has been
consolidating, over its fourteen years of existence, the number
and quality of its experts. During this period, the percentage of
experts with university degrees rose from 8% to 38%, thus
allowing to progressively increasing the absorption of technical
assistance received. Over the last five years we have moved from
four to two permanent long-term consultants and invested on
specialized short-term consultancies, as the current quality of
our experts so permits.

The tripartite cooperation model, in this case under the
supervision and quality control of senior consultants from
Statistics Portugal and financial support from third parties, has
also allowed experts from NSI-Mozambique to provide technical
consultancy to other NSIs of the Portuguese speaking African
countries, for example in the national accounts, thus
reproducing what we ourselves benefit from technical assistance
and our own experience in the field.

Nos dias 19 e 20 de Janeiro de 2011, o INE de Portugal
recebeu uma visita de trabalho no ambito do Planeamento, de
3 técnicos do INE de Mogambique, Dra. Amélia Muendane
Féabio Pinto e Zuleca Dgedge. Esta ac¢do contou com a
participagdo do Servigo de Planeamento, Controlo e
Qualidade e do Departamento de Administracdo e Gestao do

Superior de Estatistica. O objectivo principal consistiu em
partilhar da experiéncia do INE de Portugal em diversas
areas: planeamento e coordenagao; monitorizagao e avaliagao
do Plano Estratégico e Planos Operacionais; orientacdo e
coordenagdo do sistema estatistico nacional; custeio de
actividades, controlo orcamental e contabilidade analitica.

On the 19th and 20th January, 2011, Statistics Portugal
welcomed a study visit from three experts from NSI-
Mozambique, Ms. Amélia Muendane, Mr. Fabio Pinto and
Ms. Zeleca Dgedge, with the support of the Planning, Control
and Quality Unit and the Administration and Management
Department from Statistics Portugal, as well as of the
Statistical Council Secretariat. The main purpose of this
action was to share the Portuguese experience in several
areas: planning and coordination;, monitoring and
evaluation of the strategic and operational plans, orientation
and coordination of the national statistical system,; cost
management, budget control and analytical accounting. The
final results were considered very positive by the experts of
NSI-Mozambique.

Missao do INE de Portugal ao INE de Angola | Mission from Statistics Portugal to NSI-Angola

No ambito do Acordo assinado com o FMI, o coordenador da equipa de projecto do indice de Precos da Habitagdo do INE de
Portugal, Dr. Rui Evangelista, realizou missao de assisténcia técnica ao INE de Angola entre os dias 14 € 24 de Margo de 2011,
na area das Estatisticas de Precos. Esta accdo teve como intuito fornecer assisténcia técnica ao Indice de Precos no
Consumidor produzido pelo INE de Angola. As tarefas da missdo incluiram a avalia¢@o da fonte de dados usada na derivagéo
de ponderadores do IPC, a formulagido de recomendagdes sobre eventuais ajustamentos no processo de derivagao dos seus
ponderadores e a proposta de alteragdes metodologicas.

Under the agreement signed between Statistics Portugal and the IMF, the coordinator of the “Residential Property Price Indices Project”
of Statistics Portugal, Mr. Rui Evangelista, undertook a technical assistance mission to NSI-Angola from 14th to 24th, March, 2011,

concerning Price Statistics. The purpose of this action was to give technical support to the Consumer Price Index produced by NSI-

Angola. The activities included the evaluation of the data source used on the derivation of CPI, the formulation of recommendations of
possible adjustments on the derivation process and the proposal of methodological modifications. As a final result, this action introduced
some improvements regarding the situation previously analysed.
